ORAL ORDER

In this Petition, it is contended by the Advocate for the Petitioner that Respondent NO. 1 be directed not to permit the Unit of the Respondent No. 3 to commence operations until and unless full scale effluent treatment plant is installed and checked by the Board.  To this, Respondent No. 3 states that since June, 1996, the Unit is closed.  Further, Learned Counsel appearing on behalf of Respondent No. 1 also states that the Unit at present is closed and permission to start is not granted by Respondent No. 1.  In this view of the matter, the Petition does not survive and is rejected.  Respondent No. 1 to consider the application of Respondent No. 2 in accordance with the Act and Rules.
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
