The State of Goa

Issue:  On November 24, 1988,in the Official Gazette, Series III, No. 37, the State of Goa published a change to its policy of allowing no development within 200 meters of the High Tide Line (HTL), to allowing tourist development up to 90 meters from the HTL.  This change was in violation of the Central Government of India’s earlier decision to ban construction within 200 meters of the HTL.  The Goa Foundation challenged that the State of Goa cannot modify the policy decision of the Government of India unilaterally, particularly after the promulgation of the Environment Protection Act of 1986.
