ORDER



Rule.  Interim relief in terms of clause C) of the prayer-clause.  It is, however, clarified that the points within which the barbed wire fencing is to be removed to an extend of 1.5 meters only in order to provide access to the petitioner and to the public in general should be represented in a sketch to be prepared under directions of this Court by both the petitioner and to the respondents jointly and to be tendered in this Court by tomorrow.
